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Three Days of Rain by Richard Greenberg—by Clare Barnwell 
 
I’m not ashamed to say that what drew me to this play was the fact that James 
Mc Avoy was in it and I am a fan.  I had tickets booked for Sue Felix and 
myself before previews and when eventually the evening came round we 
travelled up excitedly to the Apollo Theatre in Shaftesbury Avenue hoping 
that it would live up to all our expectations.  We were not disappointed! 
 
The play opens in 1995 with Walker (James McAvoy) and Nan (Lyndsey 
Marshal), children of a famous architect Ned Janeway, meeting in his old 
apartment/studio prior to the reading of his will.  Ned’s legacy is an iconic 
1960’s New York house designed with his late business partner Theo, and the 
brother and sister are also joined by Theo’s son Pip (Nigel Harman). 
 
From the atmosphere between the tense and almost over the edge Walker and 
the placid, lover of life, Pip it is clear that they both have different memories 
of the dead man.  To Walker he was a man of little warmth and few words, 
but the opposite applies to Pip who tells of a talkative companion.  Walker 
has discovered an old journal belonging to Ned and mocks the brief entry 
“three days of rain” as typical. 
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In the second act we return to the same apartment in 1960 with the three actors becoming their own parents and  
discover the disturbing triangular relationship between Ned, his partner Theo and Lina, the slightly mad southern 
belle who swings giddily between them. We also discover the significance of the brief journal entry. 
 
This fast paced, thought provoking, witty script demanded a lot of all three actors in their dual roles.  McAvoy, as 
Walker in the first half is a mass of confusion and energy which is completely in contrast to his second half 
performance as his father Ned, shy thoughtful and with a stammer that McAvoy delivered convincingly. 
 
Nigel Harman’s bland to good to be true character of Pip in the first half contrasts again with Theo’s who is full of 
frustration and creative anxiety.  While Lindsay Marshall, is the calming, protective Nan in the first half, and the  
wild, flirtatious Lina in the second.  
 
All this with real rain on stage and a brilliant atmospheric sound track had us on the edge of our seats and totalling 
enthralled from start to finish and talking about it, all the way home. Fantastic!!
